No.
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Mom: What do these look like?
These look like fallen leaves.

Are they ten striped branches?

Hmm...
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Mom: They are antelopes.

How many antelopes are there?
One, two, three, four, five. There are five antelopes.

Mom: What kind of animals are behind the bushes?
Tigers.

Mom: How many tigers are there?

One hunter, two elephants, three giraffes, four ostriches, five antelopes and?
Six tigers.

Mom: All right!
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Mom: He is crossing the swamp.

What kind of animals live in the swamp?
Crocodiles!

Mom: How many are there?
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One, two, three, four, five, six, seven.
