1 Introduce the Book
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�������This is a castle. Who lives in the castle? 

A king, a queen, a princess, a prince, and lots of soldiers live in  

the castle.

Look at this card. This is a man who wears a crown.

Can you guess who he is? A king!

They are admirals, captains, generals, and sergeants.

It makes a very loud voice.

What is the lion going to do?

the number of syllables.

This is king. How many beats can we count?
