1. Background Knowledge

Mom: This book is about Papa Fox finding his son, Baby. He thinks Baby is lost. 

         Let’s read and find out where Baby is! 

Child: Okay. 

 

 

2. Picture Walking 

[Cover page] 

Mom: Look at the cover. What’s happening? 

Child: A fox is saying, “Where’s Baby?” 

Mom: Where do you think Baby is? 

Child: I see him! He’s at the left upper corner. He’s hiding behind the branch! 

Mom: You’re right. Let’s go on.

Mom: What do you see here? 

Child: Some tall trees. And Baby. There’s also the fox from the cover. 

Mom: Yes. Baby is hiding behind a tree. 

         What is that animal on the top in the left page? 

Child: Oh! I don’t know. 

Mom: I’m guessing it’s a squirrel. 

 

[page 1-2] 

Mom: What’s happening? 

Child: Papa Fox is asking Mama Fox where Baby is. 

Mom: I see Baby in this picture. 

Child: Yes, me too! 

Mom: Where is it? 

Child: It’s behind Papa Fox’s tail! 

 

[page 3-4] 

Mom: What is Papa Fox doing? 

Child: He is looking inside the house. 



Mom: Yes. How did you know it was the house? 

Child: Because there’s a picture of the fox family on the wall. 

Mom: Good thinking. He’s looking inside the house to see if Baby is in there. 

 

[page 5-6] 

Mom: It’s outside the house again. 

         Where’s Papa Fox going? 

Child: I think he’s going somewhere to find Baby. 

         But Baby is hiding behind his tail! Papa Fox does not know that! 

Mom: Good. Mama Fox sees this, but she’s not telling Papa Fox. 

         Is Baby Fox playing hide-and-seek? 

Child: Maybe. 

Mom: Do you think Papa Fox will be angry when he finds out? 

Child: He could be. He’s worried about Baby. 

 

[page 7-8] 

Mom: What’s going on? 

Child: Papa Fox is saying something toward the tree. 

Mom: What is that on the tree? 

Child: It’s an owl. 

Mom: Did he find Baby? 

Child: No. 

 

[page 9-10] 

Mom: What’s Papa Fox doing? 

Child: He’s looking and calling inside the log to see if Baby is in there. 

Mom: Do you think Baby is in there? 

Child: No, he’s not. Baby is behind a rock. 

Mom: Good. And whose tail is that sticking out of the log? 

Child: I’m not sure. 

Mom: Let’s find out! 

 

[page 11-12] 

Mom: It was a badger inside the log! It was not Baby! 

         How does Papa Fox look? 

Child: He looks so surprised! 

Mom: What about Baby? 



Child: He’s covering his face. 

 

[page 13-14] 

Mom: Where is Papa Fox now? 

Child: Papa Fox is on the hill. 

Mom: And where’s Baby? 

Child: Baby is hiding behind the tree trunk. 

Mom: Right. What’s that over the hill? 

Child: It’s a big bear. 

Mom: Did Papa Fox see Baby? 

Child: No, not yet. 

 

[page 15-16] 

Mom: Now, Papa Fox is looking down the hole in the ground. 

         What is that small animal inside the hole? 

Child: It’s a little mouse. 

Mom: Yes, a mouse. What is Baby doing? 

Child: He’s hiding behind grass. 

 

[page 17-18] 

Mom: What’s happening here? 

Child: Papa Fox is looking under the water for Baby. 

        But he sees something with a lot of teeth instead! 

Mom: Can you guess what that is? 

Child: It could be a shark. Or a crocodile. Or a dinosaur. 

Mom: Good guesses. That thing is definitely not Baby. 

 

[page 19-20] 

Mom: Papa Fox realizes that is not Baby, of course. 

         What is that? 

Child: It’s a huge fish with sharp teeth! 

Mom: Right. It’s neither a shark nor crocodile. 

         How would Papa Fox feel? 

Child: He would be so worried about his baby. 

Mom: I agree. 

 

 



[page 21-22] 

Mom: What’s happening now? 

Child: Papa Fox is looking for Baby around the bend. 

Mom: Did he find his baby? 

Child: No, still no. 

Mom: Who’s that responding to Papa Fox? 

Child: It’s an ox. His name is Davy. 

Mom: When will Papa Fox actually find Baby? 

Child: I don’t know. 

 

[page 23-24] 

Mom: Does Papa Fox know where Baby is now? 

Child: Still no! He’s asking Mama Fox where Baby is! 

Mom: Right. Papa Fox couldn’t find Baby until the end. 

         Does Mama Fox look worried, too? 

Child: Not at all. She looks very calm. 

Mom: Why is that? 

Child: She knows where Baby is. 

 

[page 25-26] 

Mom: Now where is Baby? 

Child: He’s behind Papa Fox! 

         He was there all along! 

Mom: Yes, you’re right. Mama Fox is telling Papa Fox to look behind. 

 

[page 27-28] 

Mom: What happened to Papa Fox and Baby? 

Child: Papa Fox has now found Baby hiding behind him. 

         Papa Fox is very surprised and his eyes are huge. 

Mom: Yes, Baby finally appeared. 

         If you were Papa Fox, would you be angry or relieved? 

Child: I would be angry. 

 

[page 29-30] 

Mom: Papa Fox isn’t angry. 

         He is just too relieved to find Baby. 

Child: Papa Fox is hugging Baby.
